Includes a brushcutter training course, training sessions in the identification of Lichens, Mosses and other lower plants (Tutor: Bryan Edwards, Dorset Environmental Records Centre) and of Trees and Shrubs in winter (Dominic Price, Plantlife), a Barn Dance, and practical management work on Lankham Bottom Nature Reserve (Butterfly Conservation).

Wednesday 11th April – Sunday 30th April  (provisional dates)  Visit to the Csik and Gyimes areas of Transylvania in Romania to carry out scrub removal on abandoned mountain pastures. 

Friday 18th – Sunday 20th May   Dissemination and Training weekend at The Kingcombe Centre. Will include a training course in identification and monitoring techniques for butterflies and moths in the UK and the rest of Europe; a brushcutter training course; a Barn Dance and the AGM of the EuCAN Community Interest Company.

Late June – early July  Visit to Fertő-Hanság National Park in western Hungary to carry out butterfly survey work and to help with a species re-introduction initiative there.

Thursday July 26th – Wednesday August 1st International Butterfly and Moth Conservation Camp Kercaszomor, Hungary (Őrség National Park) run by The Hungarian Natural Heritage Trust.

August 2012 Visit to the Csik and Gyimes areas of Transylvania in Romania to carry out surveys of Lepidoptera and other insect populations there to assist the Pogány-havas (Pagan Snow-caps) Microregion Association to develop agri-environment schemes for the local farmers. We will also take part in the International Haymaking/Scything festival in Gyimes.

We shall also be applying for Leonardo da Vinci and Grundtvig funding to continue our partnerships with the LPO in La Brenne, central France; the NGO Daphne and the Town Council in Ždánice in the Czech Republic; Aggtelek National Park in eastern Hungary; the NGO’s ETNA and CMoK in Poland; and our partners in the Picos de Europa in northern Spain.
